The Church Year. 
 
You may have noticed that I like to make you aware of holidays that were likely not on your 
radar and which you may not have even known existed. For example on November 20, 2011 
most everyone’s mind was on Thanksgiving. Yet in the - Year November 20, 2011 was Christ 
the King Sunday –far more important than Thanksgiving.  
 
January 1 was New Year’s Day, a national holiday. But it was also the day we celebrated 
Epiphany. Remember, in the Church Year the new year begins with Advent (which was 
November 27).  
 
This Sunday (January 8) is Baptism of the Lord Sunday in the Church Year. We have moved 
very quickly from baby Jesus born in Bethlehem to adult Jesus who is baptized by John in the 
Jordan River.  
 
The Church Year follows Jesus from before his birth in the season of Advent through 
Christmas into his earthly ministry. Then at the end of February we will begin the season of 
Lent which prepares us for Jesus’ death on Good Friday and Jesus’ resurrection on Easter 
Sunday. After seven weeks of Easter we come to Pentecost when we celebrate the giving of 
the Holy Spirit. Pentecost, which will be on May 27, will take us through the summer and on 
into fall, culminating with Christ the King Sunday.  
 
Then on the first Sunday of December we begin Advent, our new year. 
 
A lot of churches in our area do not follow this kind of calendar. But I believe that following the 
Church Year helps us pattern our life after the life of Jesus. It offers us a rhythm to our life 
together year after year. What an image! Can you imagine us all trying to dance together as a 
group? Well, that’s kind of what the Church Year is about. We dance together to the story of 
God’s redeeming love. 
 
May God’s blessings be upon us as we dance together into 2012. And may our life together 
faithfully tell the story to all who need to hear and see it.
